He was inducted into the Southern California PGA Hall of Fame in 2012 and has earned numerous awards for his
teaching and contributions to the game. Mulligan is also a member of the Long Beach State Hall of Fame, and
he continues to serve as a consultant for the schoolâ€™s menâ€™s and womenâ€™s golf teams.

In conjunction with leadership at Virginia Country Club, Mulligan helped design many aspects of their world-class
practice facility, including a six-hole golf course, world-class chipping green, separate shag range, and a 400-yard
double-sided driving range â€“ one of the largest in Southern California.
