U.S. Rotary Club & District Liability Insurance Program
Program Overview

Active U.S. Rotary Clubs & Districts are automatically insured by 1) a general liability (‘GL") and 2) directors' and officers’ / employment
practices liability ("D&O/EPL") insurance policy (subject to policy terms and conditions).

Who is insured
These active Rotary organizations in the U.S. and its territories and possessions are named insureds:

e Rotary clubs (including newly chartered Rotary clubs) e Rotary Community Corps

o Rotary districts o Rofary Youth Leadership Awards (RYLA)

o Rotary club foundations* o Certified youth exchange organizations

o Rotary district foundations* (certified by Rotary International)

o Interact clubs o President-elect training seminar organizations
o Rotaract clubs (including multi-district organizations)

Insureds include members, employees, and volunteers of these organizations while acting within the course and scope of their roles for
the above organizations. However, liability insurance is not first-party health or property insurance. All Rotarians and volunteers are
expected to have their own personal health and property insurance.

*For a Rotary club foundation or Retary district foundation to be covered, it must meet all of the following criteria:

Be 100% controlled by a U.S. Rotary club or district.
All principals, officers, and board members must be Rotary club members, other than honorary members.
Be income-tax exempt under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Operate with the sole purpose of raising funds and giving monetary grants to other charitable organizations and/or
individuals.

o Does not operate programs, charitable or otherwise.

*Operate programs® means that the entity is a separate organization with separate operations that do not support the goals of
a Rotary club or district (often involving non-Rotary entities).

o  Provisional Rotary clubs
o Fellowship organizations
o Rotary Action Groups

o  Inner Wheel organizations

Gift of Life organizations

Youthact, Earlyact or similar organizations

Youth exchange organizations not certified by Rotary International

Nothing in this document shall be construed to extend, alter, vary, or waive any of the provisions of the respective insurance policies.

Incident Reporting
Please immediately report all incidents and/or losses to Risk Management. Insurance coverage will be

jeopardized if you voluntarily promise insurance coverage, make payments, or assume any financial
obligation, other than providing first-aid, without the insurance company’s consent. The Incident Report
form is on the Insurance Information Portal and can be submitted to Risk Management.

Athletic Activities

The GL policy excludes medical payments for persons injured while practicing, instructing or
participating in any athletic events and activities, unless there is legal liability resulting from the
negligence of your club/district. Please visit the Insurance Information Portal to review the Loss
Control Guidelines for Athletic Events & Use of Waiver and Release Forms.

Liquor Liability

The Program provides liquor liability coverage for bodily injury or property damage to a third party
arising from the selling, serving or furnishing of alcoholic beverages, subject to policy terms and
conditions. Please visit the Insurance Information Portal to review the Loss Control Guidelines for

Serving Alcohol.

If your club/district hires a vendor to sell/serve alcohol at the event, obtain a certificate of insurance
from the vendor and request that your club/district is added as additional insured on their liquor liability
insurance policy.

Automobile Liability (Excess - Rented & Non-Owned)
The Program provides excess liability coverage only. This coverage is intended for insured entities only
and does not extend to individual automobile owners.

Contracts & Agreements/indemnification/Hold Harmless Language

When planning or sponsoring a fundraising event or activity, your club/district should enter into a
written contract with each party involved to ensure the duties, roles and responsibilities are clearly
defined and understood. The contract should include indemnification and insurance requirements to
protect your club/district. Because contracts can be important in avoiding liability claims, reviewing the
resources and loss control guidelines on the Insurance Information Portal about Loss Control -
Indemnification Hold Harmless Language in Contracts, Loss Control-Use of Waiver and
Release Forms and Contract Best Practices for Activities and Events is strongly
recommended.
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Certificate of insurance Instructions

St pen the Certificate of Insurance document posted on the Insurance Information Portal.
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Step 2: Enter today's date in the box identified by the red “STEP 2" arrow above.

Step 3: Enter the requestor's name and address in the “Certificate Holder" box identified by the red “STEP 3"
arrow above.

Note: (1) Certificate Holder/Requestor is the entity that has requested proof of insurance from your club or district.
(2) Additional Insured wording is standard in the description block of the certificate.
(3) Event Description (Your club or district's name, event date(s), name, location) can be referenced below
the address line.

Step 4: Hit the “Submit Form” button above the “Date” field at the top of the certificate.
Note: You will not get a reply from the insurance broker, L s the certific is filled out incorrectly.

Step 5: Select “Print” from your tool bar or menu. Or, select “Save As” and save the certificate of insurance
to your computer.

Step 6: Make or save a copy of the certificate of insurance for your club's or district's records.
