MEMBERSHIP – Membership committee proposing Suzanne Van Stralen, with the classification of Business Consultant for membership.  Suzanne’s sponsor is Carl Mianecke.  Motion to accept and present to the general membership Chris Burns, 2nd Steve Simich, carried.

FOUNDATION - POLIO PLUS – Club was $610 short of meeting its goals for the year, motion by Tom Webber to pay the shortage from the Foundation account, motion second Chris Burns, motion carried.
HOME BREW– 2012 Event Budget presented to board with an estimated gross income of $16,000, an estimated expense of $7,000, and an estimated net income $9,000.  Motion to approve budget Carl Mianecke, 2nd Chris Burns, carried.
CHEF’S MARKET – Our club has been offered more nights, Tom to present this information to the general membership.
FESTIVAL OF BROTHERHOOD – Our club’s $1,960 commitment was mailed which fulfills our portion of the installation of a Power Station that will provide affordable power to a 100 person elderly care home named Aliso Juan Diego, located in Puerta de Guada de Somewhere, Mexico, which was built after the 2005 Festival of Brotherhood was sent.

CLUB FUND RE-DISTRIBUTION -   Tony Giaccio motioned to transfer $14,000 from the General Fund to the Project Fund, and to transfer $6,000 from the Convention Fund to the Project fund.  Motion second by Tom Webber, motion carried.

BANK ACCOUNT SIGNATURE CARDS – Motion by Carl Mianecke to revise the bank account signature cards to replace with the new officers, Tracy Tinsley-President, Mike Riddle-President Elect, Anthony Giaccio-Secretary, and Carl Mianecke-Treasurer, to take office July 1, 2012.
