Minutes of the January Board Meeting were approved on a motion by Bill Gillespie, second by Larry Goldberg, passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report: by Liz Ennis
A. Zero change for Lyme Tap from last month.
B. Discussion of QB Essentials Online, and the limitations thereof.  Mary Crumley stated that there is free bookkeeping software for non-profits available and she will talk with Liz about that.
C. Still need a treasurer for next year.  Liz states that she would like to see the treasurer as a person who provides over-sight to two other assistant treasurers.  One of the assistant treasurers would do Foundation and the other would do the club bookkeeping.  
D. The lunch cashier team has been established.  It is Jamie Anderson, Rachael Simon, Liz, and Mary.
E. Issue with sponsors for our events wanting to use credit cards, which requires a 3.6% fee to the credit card company. We should ask sponsors to please write checks.
F. There is a request from Mark McGowan that he have access to QB Online so that he can do the bookkeeping for the golf tournament.  Discussion without conclusion ensued.  Scott’s inclination was to agree that Mark should have access as a “function treasurer.”
G. Discussion of Purple Heart Cruise controversy over whether they returned the money to us.  There is a rumor that they DID return the money, but Liz is clear that they did NOT.  We are still looking for a local recipient for our donation funds.
H. Yahtzee financials were discussed.  We will provide $27,324.00 to Sorrell Leaf.
I. The Space Force Flag was $570 and there was discussion that we need to budget a sufficient amount to Veteran’s Day next year.  We ran substantially over budget this year.
J. We have not been billed by Elks this year for our use of the facility, but nor have they staffed the bar.  Scott agrees to talk with them.
K. The current budget reports unanimously approved on motion by Mary Crumley first, second by Elan Firpo.

B. The big check for the Yahtzee tournament will be provided Friday to Sorrell Leaf

Elan Firpo agreed to chair the event, and the board members in attendance graciously offered to help.  Scott let us know that he has the requisite licensing to satisfy the ABC requirements.
G. Question as to the HCOE Science Fair $500 request.  Scott will investigate.
H. A solicitation from Home Away from Home was received for $500.  It is a fund that provides a meal and some goods to the new Cal Poly Humboldt students so that they feel welcome in our community.  Motion by Larry Goldberg to provide them with $500, second by Bill Gillespie.  Passed with unanimous approval.
