Bowling Green Rotary Board Minutes

Attendees:  Betty, Jerid, Trevor, Sandy, Justin Burris, Jan, Mike, Gabby, Robin

Sandy shared the attached financials.  She noted that we do have a large checking account balance but $1,000 still needs to come out for the Little League sponsorship, $20,000 for the Kids Coalition sponsorship, our annual Black Swamp sponsorship and $4,500 for the scholarships.

The final income for Nashville Nights is $33,000 with $7,600 in expenses to date.  The building rental was $1,300 this year since we used more of the space.  The Rotary paid for the entertainment but Mile reimbursed Rotary so it appears as income.

Jerid suggested that if we consider hosting this type of event again, we host in the summer when we can hold it outside at the fairgrounds.

Motion to approve the financials by Jerid, seconded by Trevor, all approved.

Robin reported that she is still trying t get the duplicate record for Bill Mathis removed from My Rotary.  She called and spoke to someone at headquarters that assured her it would be taken care of within 24 hours but the issue is still not resolved.

Trevor provided an update on the food build.  There is a conference call scheduled to roll out the marketing plan that Mike Kuhlin has been working on.  Quotes for printing information about the project were between $300 and $500 but Mike has agreed to take on the printing and is only asking for reimbursement for the supplies.  Trevor will have a better idea where they stand with volunteers after the conference call.

A signup sheet for volunteers and suggestions for volunteers for the build will be passed around at the meeting today.

Betty suggested that at our next fundraiser we collect email addresses of attendees so that we can provide an update on the project funded by the event.

Betty reported that we have a speaker coming to talk to the club about what being a Paul Harris Fellow means and how to reach that status.  The presentation is scheduled for June 6th.

Justin reported that the Perrysburg Rotary approached the BG Rotary about a $1,000 grant to help support the construction and maintenance of a dog run at The Cocoon.  The Perrysburg Rotary will be contributing $3,000 with the remaining balance after BG’s potential contribution being underwritten by private donors.  The dog run will allow animals staying in shelter with their families a space where they can be off leash outside.  Other than in the dog run, dogs must remain on leash while anywhere on the property (in or outside) at The Cocoon.  Jerid motioned to approve the request, Trevor seconded, all approved.

A $5,000 request from our foundation account was made to offset the cost of making the BGCC restrooms accessible.  Kiwanis has expressed an interest in contributing to the cost.  If they do they should make out the check to BG Rotary to receive a tax deduction.   The McDermotts have already committed $5,000 toward the cost of the project.

Jim Phares requested $1,000 from BG Rotary for the Hometown Heroes banner project.  Jan said that many of our club members are already contributing personally.  $500 was allocated toward the project.

Information on the District 6600 grant process was presented and is attached.  The results of the recent club survey were presented and are attached.

The Little League annual sponsorship was discussed.  It was suggested that we consider allocating the $1,000 to creating a sign that would be displayed at the field rather than to team t-shirts.  The signage would be more permanently visible and we would reach others that utilize the field for tournaments, etc. Jerid agreed to reach out to ask about the cost of a sign and any annual renewal fees.

It was decided that we should pick one month to ask members to donate to MESA.  June was picked.

The question was asked if we should continue funding international water projects or have more of a balance between international and local projects and those that benefit our community.  This will be reviewed by the board and decisions made at a later date.
