The Rotary Club of Greater Gainesville is one of about 33,000 clubs worldwide that include 1.2 million members in 200 countries and territories. Rotary International’s motto “Service Above Self” is designed to remind its members to do good in the world through local, district and global projects. Our club strives to make the Element of FUN a part of our endeavor in all we do.
New members are asked to do the following with the guidance of their sponsor and other members:
· Establish their online accounts on the DACdb District Site which helps populate their information onto the Rotary International Site. 
· Please complete your personal Bio section on these sites. 
· New members are encouraged to download the Rotary Ignite app on your phone along with the DACdb app.
· New Members are asked to become acquainted with the District 6970 website rotary6970.org/
· New Members are asked to also complete the Rotary Basics course though the RotrayInternational.com
· Give your Craft talk within your first year.
· Attend a New Member Orientation.
Additionally, each member is expected to integrate into the club by:
· Determine the Service Project(s) with which to affiliate. 
· Identify the committee(s) that best fits their interest. 
· Sit with a different group at each meeting. 
· Visit one member at their place of business. 
· Bring at least one guest to a meeting. 
· Attend one District Assembly, Seminar or Conference 

The admission fee is $50 paid once. Annual dues (District and International) are paid quarterly are $120 to the club/$13.72 District Dues/ $23.49 Rotary International Dues plus $25 for Paul Harris Fellowship, a total of $182.21 paid quarterly or $728.84 annually paid regardless of whether a member attends. You will receive an email invoice and you may pay by credit card (optimal with members agreeing to pay service charge). Optional charges such as contributions toward Polio Plus and club socials may also be billed each quarter. 

Greater Gainesville Social Activities and Projects 
According to the Rotary Calendar and leadership progression the President Elect works with the current Leadership of that year to plan grants and projects for their year-in-service. This sets our social and community project schedule.  These are approved annually but include projects such as: Gainesville Fisher House Foundation, St Francis House, Catholic Charities, Ronald McDonald House, Grace Marketplace, Peaceful Paths, Bread of the Mighty Food Bank and ad hoc projects as they emerge. 
OUR PROJECTS 
We have established a quarterly Service Project administered by the Service Project Chair. Club members are asked to give ideas or requests for these projects which are announced at the club prior to that quarter beginning. They can include the giving of goods such as paper products, toiletries, clothing drives etc. We also schedule hands-on service projects such as meal making, tree planting, clean-ups and more. 
Local Multi-Club Projects. 
Dictionary distribution to all county 3rd grade classes, END POLIO, and participation in the Wild Game Feast--Community fundraiser are encouraged.
District Projects dealing with Ambassadorial Scholarships, Rotary Leadership Youth Awards, Youth Leadership Exchange, Vocational Study Exchange programs, WASH a Central America Clean Water Project and more.  
International Initiatives relating to Polio, Aid to Ukraine, Earthquake relief and other immediate disaster relief efforts, Honduran Literacy Project, Sustainable Cambodia and more.
When a member leaves the club, any points earned toward becoming a Paul Harris Fellow remain with the Rotary Club of Greater Gainesville if the member leaves Rotary all together. Points will be for use at the discretion of the Board. If the member transfers the Paul Harris credit will transfer with the member.
Members must attend at least 60 percent of the meetings and at least 50 percent of these at their home club (Sunrise). Members who miss four consecutive meetings without notifying the Board signify their desire for termination from the club. A Leave of Absence or other arrangements may be made with the Board for special circumstances.
