	Proposed Project: Our club will be holding fundraisers to raise the funds required for this project. All active members will have the opportunity to contribute at our Fall Foliage Festival Fundraising Booth as well as our Annual Pork & Sauerkraut Dinner.  

The funds will be used to purchase Feminne Hygiene products for females in three county schools that struggle to pay for these items.  Some girls miss classes on the days during their period due to lack of hygiene items.  The three schools are  Bedford Area High School, Everett Area High School and Chestnut Ridge High School.  Each school has a 'We Care' group orgainzed that has identitifed females in need.  At least 26 to 35 girls have been identified in each school District which give a reach of 91 high school girls in these Bedford County Schools.

This will help in assisting these ladies to not miss classes and build self-esteem.


	Involvement: The Bedford Club is the only club and ALL club members are expected to participate in the many opportunities of our Fundraising projects.  We will provide the 'We Care' organizations in each of the three High Schools the products who will be distribute to the girls in need.  The 'We Care' groups are currently set-up to assist the girls of the community and can efficiently distribute to those with the most need.  The 'We Care' groups will assist in determining the quantity/mix of products to achieve the best impact.
