	Proposed Project: RCCT is seeking District 7360 grant funds to aid in rebuilding the Jefferson County Adult Learning Center (JCALC), a program under the Jefferson County Board of Education. In July 2023, a severe storm-induced fire destroyed the program’s facilities, erasing the center's headquarters, educational materials, and technology. This disaster has significantly hindered their ability to serve the community, especially those under 18 working towards their GEDs. We aim to direct these funds to JCALC, allowing them to address their most critical needs after a detailed assessment. We promise transparency and accountability, with regular updates on fund allocation and usage. Revitalizing JCALC will profoundly benefit our community. Restoring this educational hub means reigniting hope and opportunities for many. The center’s programs, from GED prep to career training, ESL, and citizenship classes, are vital stepping stones for a brighter future. This project is key to removing educational and employment barriers, creating a more inclusive, skilled, and resilient community.
