	Proposed Project: The Guy and Mary Felt Manor is a local, private, non-profit, 24 hour nursing home facility located in Emporium and has been in operation since 1972.  The Manor has weathered the storms of regulation changes due to bureaucracy as well as staff shortages due to COVID.  With ever-increasing costs, families are turning to less expensive and less adequate means of providing care for their loved ones, thus creating vacancies in the skilled

nursing unit.  These vacancies have caused financial strain on the Manor and the Board of Directors have decided to renovate a skilled-nursing corridor into 5 personal-care self contained units to meet today's needs.  Our club would like to show support by assistng with the floor-covering replacement of this project.  Construction is expected to begin in the fall of 2024, with the flooring being the first aspect to be completed, tentatively in February 2025. To identify the beneficiaries, one would need to experience the ripple effect.  That is to say that this effort will benefit the 5 occupants of the remodeled units and also the families and the entire community in that this means of revenue will enable the doors of the Manor to remain open and service the community.  
	Involvement: Four members of the Emporium Rotary Club serve on the Board of Directors of the Guy and Mary Felt Manor.  The 13 members of the Board of Directors of our Rotary Club have been active in the quest to ascertain the impact of this project.  Six Rotarians are involved in the preparation of this grant application and the membership will be soliciated as volunteers throughout the project implemention.
