	Proposed Project: The Grantsville Rotary Club will purchase an AED (Automatic External defibrillator) to support and enhance the physical health of the community of Grantsville. The AED is a medical device used for individuals experiencing sudden cardiac arrest, and for analyzing the heart rhythm, and if necessary deliver an electric shock of defibrillation to help the heart establish an effective rhythm.  Grantsville Rotary will present this AED to Penn Alps Restaurant, a community-based restaurant in Grantsville,MD located near the beautiful and historic Casselman River Bridge attracting countless local residents, visitors and tourists. Penn Alps is also adjacent to Spruce Forest  Artisan Village and the Cornacopia Cafe and their additional cafe venues, all of which could be a potential benefactors of this medical device. We hold our regular Rotary meetings at Penn Alps. We plan to present the AED in early fall. 
	Involvement: Numerous members will participate in various aspects of this project: selecting the device, purchasing and receiving the AED, assist in training the staff including adjacent businesses on the use of the device. Members will be involved in the media coverage and the enhancement of public image in the community. Signage will be placed by the storage area for AED. Garrett County Health department officials may be consulted regarding the selection of the AED and the training process.
