	Proposed Project: 
Sleep in Heavenly Peace (SIHP) is a local non-profit that builds beds and distributes to underprivledged Washington county families that have children that do not have actual beds to sleep on. SIHP gets lumber donated from Lowes at a very discounted price, however, they struggle to obtain mattress funds which equates to $80 a mattress. Furthermore, SIHP is always looking for volunteers to complete the build process which is where our club will come into play on top of finances. We are currently working on a later September date to collaborate on a "build day". On top of our SIHP project, we are seeking grant monies to assist another local non- profit, Ladders to Leaders (L2L). L2L is a recovery program that assists the homeless and recovering drug addiction community through housing and job training/recovery resources. L2L has three homes in the community (one women's, two men's) where residents get back on their feet while working in the community and move towards recovering. L2L expenses range between $15-18k a month for rent, household items, utilities, and hygiene products. We are looking to utilize the total funding for this grant to assist in rent payment, for the women's home ($1500) as well as a full restock on hygiene products which go quickly ($324). Lastly, we will be purchasing 20 mattresses for SIHP ($1600) which brings our total for these projects to $3424.

	Involvement: We are asking for 15-20 Sunrise Rotary volunteers for our September bed build day. We were previously able to meet this number in late spring when we assisted SIHP with a project. SIHP will also be combining forces with their volunteers as well.
