	Proposed Project: 

We plan to purchase and install signage at Hancock's public Widmeyer Park. They have constructed a new splash park to be enjoyed by the public beginning in August of this year. Rules/information will be determined by Hancock town officials, and they will relate these to us after September 1 of 2024.  We will design and pay for signage to be put up around the splash area. This will be completed by May 1 of 2025. The entire public, which consists of the West Virginia, Maryland, and Pennsylvania people in the local area who use the park will benefit, which is a considerable number of people.
	Involvement: All club members will participate in the choice and design of signage, and all club members will be there to raise the signage when completed by the manufacturer. The cooperating governmental organization will be the Mayor and Town Council of Hancock along with its town manager.
