Purchase a Dental Simulator for CPI the only accredited institution in the area providing this trained workforce.
There is an extreme manpower shortage in this skilled area and with this simulator students would be able to get
the feel of working on a live person so that when they graduate they can hit the ground running. CPI offers two
programs currently that are in need of this equipment immediately and the school is in the process of developing
a dental hygiene program which will need this equipment.
