You will be assigned a student ASAP.  You will support your student through the stages of competition to include picking a topic, developing a speech, and honing the student’s performance.  You will help your student prepare a YouTube video that will be submitted to be judged, and if applicable, will help your student to prepare for semifinal and final performance. You may also be asked to participate in YouTube-judging, but you will not judge the student you mentor.   

1. First round of judging: Students submit a YouTube video to be judged on March 26.  Some students will move forward to semifinal judging.  
2. Semifinal round of judging will take place at Glen Burnie High School on April 9h. Four students will be selected to move forward.  

3. Final round of judging takes place at the district’s in person annual conference (Turf Valley Hotel and Resort) on Saturday April 30th.
