District 7670 Leadership Plan

Part I: Bylaws
1. Definitions
a. RI – Rotary International
b. District – Rotary International District 7670
c. RI Governing Documents – RI Constitution, Bylaws and Code of Policies

2. Preface
a. The activities and organization of Rotary International District 7670 exist solely to support Rotary clubs and enhance their efforts.

b. These bylaws are subordinate to the RI Constitution, Bylaws and Code of Policies.  Nothing in these District bylaws may be in conflict with RI’s governing documents and any amendments to them by the RI Council on Legislation shall be binding on District 7670.
3. District Officers
a. The duties of the District officers are described in the RI Bylaws and Code of Policies and the District Leadership Plan, provided that nothing shall impair the responsibilities of the DG as the officer of RI for this District, under the supervision of the President and Board of Directors of RI.

b. The officers of this District shall be the:

i. Current District Governor

ii. Current District Governor-Elect

iii. District Treasurer

iv. District Secretary

4. Method of Selection of future District governors
a. The District must select the nominee for governor not more than 36 months, but not less than 24 months, prior to the day of taking office.

b. The nominee for governor shall be selected by a District Nominating Committee:

i. Composition of the Nominating Committee
1. The IPDG shall be the Chair and only votes in the event of a tie.

2. The immediate past five District governors, not including the IPDG, if willing and able to serve.  If one or more of the immediate five PDG’s is unwilling or unable to serve, then the replacement(s) shall be the governor(s) serving immediately preceding those being replaced.
3. Six immediate past club presidents, chosen by the Nominating Committee Chair.  To the extent possible, the chair is to select these members from award-winning clubs (qualified for RI Presidential Citation, DG’s Citation, or District Club of Excellence) and geographic diversity.
4. The DG, DGE, DGN and District Secretary may attend the meeting as non-voting members.
ii. The Nominating Committee meeting shall be held during the month of October.

c. Vice Governor

i. The role of the vice governor is to replace the governor in case of temporary or permanent inability to serve.  

ii. The vice governor shall be chosen by the District Nominating Committee.  
1. He/she must have been a governor in District 7670.

2. The DGE shall recommend a nominee for the following year and the Committee shall take this into consideration but is not required to select that person.
5. District Council
a. Composition –The Council shall include the following members:   
i. DG, DGE, DGN and IPDG

ii. Two PDG’s selected by the DG for his/her year of service

iii. One current club president, selected by the DG for his/her year of service
iv. Two currently serving AG’s, selected by the DGE

v. District Membership Committee chair

vi. District Foundation Committee chair

vii. District Finance Committee chair
viii. District Public Image Committee chair

ix. District Youth Services Committee chair

x. District Training Committee chair
xi. When selected, the District Governor Nominee Designate (DGN-D).
xii. The DG may invite other Rotarians to attend.
b. The duties of the District Council are delineated in the DLP.
c. Meetings

i. The Council shall meet quarterly and may meet either in person or via electronic medium.  
ii. The DG, or the DGE in the absence of the DG, shall preside at all meetings.
iii. Special meetings may be called at the request of the DG or the DGE.

6. District Leadership Plan
a. The District is required by the RI Code of Policies to develop and adopt a District Leadership Plan.
i. The DLP shall be amended when necessary to comply with RI requirements.
ii. The District may also include other policies and procedures in the DLP.
7. District Committees

a. There shall be the following Standing Committees
i. District Conference
ii. Finance
iii. Foundation
iv. Membership
v. Nominating
vi. Public Image 
vii. Training 
viii. Youth Services
b. The DLP may include other District committees and the DG may appoint special committees for the current year.
c. The RI Code of Policies lists other committees and subcommittees to address various administrative functions and applicable provisions are included in the DLP.
d. The chairs of all committees and subcommittees shall be appointed by the DG or the DGE.  The qualifications and terms of office for chairs of the committees are outlined in the RI Code of Policies or the DLP.
e. The responsibilities and frequency of committee meetings are detailed in the DLP, as necessary or appropriate.
8. Annual District Meetings – The RI governing documents list certain required annual meetings and are changed from time-to-time.  These meetings are included in the DLP.  Where permitted by RI, the DG and/or the DGE may combine some of these meetings, where appropriate.
9. District Finances
a. In accordance with the RI Manual of Procedure, the District shall create a fund each year to support the DG, the DGE and the business of the District.  The annual per capita levy (dues) must be approved by the clubs at the District Training Assembly, President-Elect Training Seminar, or the District Conference.
b. All policies and procedures for the handling of District funds shall be in compliance with all RI governing documents and the DLP.  
10. Amendments
a. The District Council or any club, by a resolution adopted at a regular club meeting, may propose amendments to these bylaws.
b. Proposed amendments shall be delivered to the DG at least 45 days – and to each club president at least 30 days – prior to the District meeting at which the proposed amendments are to be considered.
c. The club electors shall be the club president or designated proxy and approval of the proposed amendments shall require a two-thirds or more favorable vote of the club electors present and voting.
d. Approved amendments shall become effective at the beginning of the next Rotary year.    
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
