Rotary Connects the World as US Rotarians Serve
in Jamaica

Seventeen members and friends of Rotary E-Club of Raleigh International recently
returned from Jamaica where we worked directly with students and staff, at the Lister
Mair/Gilby High School for the Deaf in Kingston. This concludes the second year of
ongoing support for the school serving approximately 120 Deaf and hard-of-hearing
students. Projects conducted at the school during the 2024-2025 Rotary year are
valued over $25,000 USD.

Personal engagement with hands-on projects exemplifies the club's commitment to
meaningful service beyond mere financial support of the school. During our trip we
painted an inspirational mural, installed a motivational hopscotch game, conducted
interactive cultural presentations, and constructed equipment used in vocational
education.
