Today’s performance showcased “Gaston” played by Sophomore, Jarrod Reuben; “Belle” played by
Senior, Rachel Stratton; “Beast” played by Freshman, Trey Middleton; “Mrs. Potts” played by Senior,
Scout Yokely; “Cogsworth” played by Sophomore, Cassie Cohen; and “Lumiere” played by a Senior
who had never been on the stage, and, according to Patti, “wanted to be in a school production
before he graduated and just happened to have the best French accent”! The cast performed several
of the classics like “Me”, “If I Can’t Love Her”, and “Tale as Old as Time”.

Maurer was able to use her vast theatre experience and industry connections to secure “magnificent”
costumes not normally seen in a typical high school production. She also invited several professionals
like actor, voice artist and director David de Vries to teach a Master Class to the entire cast. “Mr. de
Vries joined the Broadway production of “Beauty and the Beast” in 1996 just as Hilton Head Prep
alumna, Meredith Inglesby ’93 was leaving the show for the Broadway production of “The Little
Mermaid”. Meredith and her husband Steve will also be working with the cast just prior to the
opening of the show sharing their talents with the cast.

In order to better train the cast, Maurer introduced them to dance classes where they learned the
Waltz and Tango. She also arranged for a Master Class for make-up.
