- In 1995, our Hilton Head Island Rotary Club began a project to raise money for soccer fields, including lighting, at the new
Crossing Park largely through the efforts of President John Wilson. The two-year project raised over $35,000 through a series of

coordinated youth raffles within public schools.

- In 1919, Rotary International expanded to South America with the chartering of a club in Montevideo, Uruguay. A second club
was chartered in Argentina in 1920 and Brazil became the third country on the continent to have Rotary clubs in 1923.
